Challenging News So Far



 Senior grades are still important for 
admissions to colleges and for HS 
graduation.

 Some CSU’s are still open for apps.
 Many Private schools are still open for 
apps.

 ALL Colleges/Universities require 
electronic results of ACT’s and SAT’s.  
Double-Check this in all cases.



 Transcript Requests must be 
processed through the MAIN OFFICE 
(form required).

 SAT and ACT scores order online.
 Check emails for more TO DO’s.
 MEET ALL DEADLINES!!!!
 When in doubt, ask for help!



SPECIAL NOTE ON SCHOOLS ACCEPTING THE 
COMMON APPLICATION

 Make sure to add your counselor’s 
email to your app under Secondary 
School Report

 Before adding a teacher’s email for a 
recommendation – ASK!

 Give Teachers and Counselors at least 
2 weeks notice – provide your resume.



 All College acceptance offers are 
“provisional,” meaning the student has to 
keep certain agreements in order for the 
offer to be good in June.

 Any changes in HS classes that are different 
from what was put on the application MUST 
BE REPORTED directly to the school.

 D’s and F’s in ANY subject can jeopardize 
college acceptance offers.



 Take care of Housing AS SOON AS 
POSSIBLE once you commit to a school 
(sooner if allowed).

 Meet all Housing deadlines.
 Check “SENIOR UPDATE” for 
scholarship opportunities

 Commit to your school  BY MAY 1ST

 Graduate!  Ask SJND to send final 
transcripts. 



SJND Counselors will be happy to work 
with students and parents to plan 
together and help the process be 
successful.

This is a BIG decision and a 
complicated, emotional process.  Help 
and support are available.

 $$$ Need computed from this 
formula:

Cost of Attendance (COA)

– Expected Family Contribution (EFC)

Loans, 

Grants, 

Work study

This offer comes as a letter and is called a 
“Financial Aid Package.”
